In 

our parish, we have quite a few people who face these kinds of experiences on a daily 

basis. Many of them we meet at Masses at St Edward’s, but there are also those who 

although Catholics, don’t have much contact with our parish. We would like to reach 

out to them. I would also like to organise regular Masses followed by gatherings in the 

Parish Hall so that both children and adults affected by any kind disability, and also 

their parents, siblings and friends can get to know each other, support each other, and 

share their experiences, joys, and struggles. Our first Mass will be held on  

Saturday, 13th September at 10 am 
Where did the name Bethesda come from? I found it in the Gospel of St John 

where Jesus healed a paralysed man. In Aramaic, Bethesda means ‘House of 

Mercy’.   

Once I initiate this group and manage to find leaders, I will take a back seat and 

my role will be limited to being the spiritual director of the group. At this point I would 

like to invite: 

➢ All parishioners with special and additional needs with their parents, siblings, 

friends or carers. 

➢ Our Parish Safeguarding Representative.  

➢ Catechists who would like to discuss the possibility of an individualised 

programme of sacramental preparation.  

➢ Volunteers who are willing to help with Mass, refreshments in the Parish Hall, 

welcomers, school staff, and anyone who would like to contribute in any way to 

the meetings.
