Rosary at Rothwell (St Bernadette’s Church) is every Thursday at 11 am. 

As we venerate the Queen of The Holy Rosary, we remember how Jesus said 

to Mary and St John on Calvary:  
 

‘Mother this is your son, Son this is your Mother’.  

And from that moment John took her to himself. 
 

Following the example of St John, the Apostle we would like to take Our Lady 

to our homes as well, and pray through her intercession. Just like last year, on the 

table (next to the Sacred Heart) there will be a statue of Our Lady and a rosary blessed 

by Pope Francis. Each of us can take that statue and rosary for one evening and invite 

our family to pray the rosary together. You can cover your table with white cloth and 

light a candle if you wish. If you live alone, you can invite your friends. If you see they 

are available, please take the statue and rosary after a Mass and return both before 

the next. October has 31 days, so please don’t miss out this opportunity of having our 

Blessed Mother at your home, and pray the Rosary.

Gift Aid, please may we encourage you to consider Gift Aiding your regular donations, 

providing that you are a UK Tax payer, this means that your giving is increased for the 

benefit of the Parish. You may indicate your interest on the giving enquiry form. 
You can also support the Parish by making a donation through the letterbox of the 

Presbytery. 
Please be assured that all information provided is treated in a strict and 

confidential matter at all times. 
We are appealing to our Parishioners who so generously give to our Parish 

through loose cash Collections taken at Mass. We are asking these Parishioners who 

may pay Income Tax to consider Gift Aiding their loose cash donations.
