confession is encouraged in order to obtain the grace ol deeper conversion and purily ol hearl. For each
plenary indulgence that is sought, however, a separate holy Communion and a separale praver for the
intentions ol the Holy Father are required.
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The following churches have been designated Jubilee Churches by Bishop David Oakley within the Diocese of
Northampton. A central focus of the Jubilee Year is the forgiveness of sins, especially through the granting of
indulgences. As pilgrims of hope we are encouraged lo make a pilgirmage Lo one of these churches, or another
designaled church oulside our diocese, to obtain the graces of an indulgence. Pasloral areas, parishes and
individuals are welcome Lo journey to any of these jubilee sites.
