Do you know that the Rosary is an incredibly powerful prayer? Do you
have an important intention you'd like to pray for? It could be for your children, parents,
for the sick, or for the deceased members of your family. It could be for the Pope, the
Bishop, priests, for new vocations, for the sanctity of life. Or perhaps for our parish
community, or for world peace? There may be many intentions for which you can pray.
