Do you know that the Rosary is an incredibly powerful prayer? Do you
have an important intention you'd like to pray for? It could be for your children, parents,
for the sick, or for the deceased members of your family. It could be for the Pope, the
Bishop, priests, for new vocations, for the sanctity of life. Or perhaps for our parish
community, or for world peace? There may be many intentions for which you can pray.

Would you like to be part of a prayer group, but on the other hand you are
hesitant and have many doubts, because you realise how busy you are with your
family, study, work and so on? Do you know that as a parish, we can pray the entire
Rosary every day? Do you know that it is possible, even though the Rosary consists
of four mysteries, and each mystery consists of five decades.

To thee do I come, before thee I stand, sinful and sorrowful. O Mother of the Word
Incarnate, despise not my petitions, but in thy mercy hear and answer me. Amen.
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
