ONE COMMUNITY, ONE BODY, ONE CHURCH AT ST EDWARD’S

Last March Bishop David invited us to reflect on our future as a
parish - what do we need to be a resilient outward-looking parish ten
years from now? What do we need to build community and focus on
mission, especially to the new housing estates, considering priestly
provision, finances and property. Fr Gregory organised listening groups
across the communities, and a small group of parishioners have been
working with him to develop scenarios. These were shared with the
parish for your feedback. Thank you to all those who have taken part in
various ways throughout, and have shared their thoughts. Special
thanks to the discernment group who have worked very hard over the
past few months.

The strong recommendation to emerge from the process is that
the parish becomes

one community, one body, one church at St Edward’s.

This will integrate the communities with a strong parish identity,
enabling a focus on families and faith formation, and provide a
sustainable workload for one priest into the future. These
recommendations are being shared with Bishop David for his
approval. A transition team will be coming together for the next few
months to assist this process, particularly focussing on Mass times,
addressing possible over-crowding, and helping the outlying
communities to feel at home at St Edward’s. If you would like to be part
of this team, please speak to Fr Gregory.

Do you know that the Rosary is an incredibly powerful prayer? Do you
have an important intention you'd like to pray for? It could be for your children, parents,
for the sick, or for the deceased members of your family. It could be for the Pope, the
Bishop, priests, for new vocations, for the sanctity of life. Or perhaps for our parish
community, or for world peace? There may be many intentions for which you can pray.
