Depending
on circumstances if you have been married before, you may still have the opportunity
to be married in the Catholic Church, but this will depend on your personal situation.
At least one party must be Catholic. Although you can be married wherever you wish,
all the paperwork has to be done by your parish priest in the place where you live.

OUR PARISH ROSARY GROUP

Hail Marys every day!

Do you know that the Rosary is an incredibly powerful prayer? Do you
have an important intention you'd like to pray for? It could be for your children, parents,
for the sick, or for the deceased members of your family. It could be for the Pope, the
Bishop, priests, for new vocations, for the sanctity of life. Or perhaps for our parish
community, or for world peace? There may be many intentions for which you can pray.
